Grace and peace to you in the name of our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ!

Not a single Church Father or Saint denied the perpetual virginity of Our Lady. As far as we can tell, belief in this 

dogma was unanimous for centuries upon centuries. Even many of the earliest protestant “reformers” affirmed it. 

That is why issues like the perpetual virginity of Our Lady (and many others) show why even “conservative” prot-

estantism (the kind that rejects such dogmas) is a revolutionary force that will undermine any “Christian” civiliza-

tion it claims to defend. It ultimately cannot preserve the faith or the culture it is supposed to produce. The reason is 

simple: no matter how well-established certain dogmas are by countless generations of the greatest Christian saints 

(both in their writings, and formal decrees of Councils, etc.), they will still claim THEY get to re-examine all in 

light of what they claim is “Scripture.” Individual protestants may only go so far with this in practice, but the logi-

cal conclusion of the principle itself amounts to the claim that nothing can be settled for all Christians for all time. 

The yeast of this principle yields chaos, skepticism, and ultimately apostasy. Everything is always up for re-

evaluation in the name of “semper reformanda,” and this necessarily means nothing is ever settled. This is another 

way of implicitly saying we can’t really know the truth of the Christian faith. If more than a millennia of consensus, 

belief, and teaching is not sufficient to establish Christian belief—particularly in light of Christ’s promises to guide 

the Church into all truth, etc.—then what can? If this is not sufficient, then there must always be an asterisk next to 

every truth claim by Christians. That is why, whether they realize it or not, this a fundamentally skeptical outlook. 

The denial that there exists any living apostolic authority on the earth cannot help but pave the way for an anti-

apostolic, apostate civilization as every man does what is right in his own eyes, convinced by his own ego that 

“Scripture” has given him the high ground. This is indeed what virtually every heretic has done in every generation: 

claim “Scripture” for themselves to attain a false high ground against the Church that same Scripture says will be 

guided into all truth, is the pillar and bulwark of the truth, has the authority to bind and loose with heaven’s back-

ing, will endure until Christ’s return, will never be defeated, etc.
